Community = 10 hours










Church = 10 hours









Family = 5 hours

· Confirmation students can submit hours served beginning in 10th grade

· The student may not have received any payment or other award of any sort for this work

· Hours are due by September 1st prior to the date the Sacrament of Confirmation will be received
